

Questions for Art Appreciation for School Groups

To add to the learning/ teaching experience of the art curriculum it is good to have some questions set for each sculpture (or get each student to select 10 to study in detail?) relating to the sculpture:-

Prework can be done at school looking at the elements of sculpture as detailed below and also researching the artists on the internet.  Look at our website for a list of names www.sculpturegardens.co.nz

· What is the name of the sculpture?
· Who is the artist?
· Describe the sculpture, what you actually see. (This is a good one to get them to actually observe)
· Methods of construction: - How is it made?
· What materials have been used?
· Why has the artist used those materials?
· What are the shapes / form or shapes / forms that have been used? Round, oval, square/oblong, triangular, regular, irregular etc
· What is the texture? (Rough, smooth, rugged, soft, shiny, etc)
· What are the colours? (Primary, secondary, tertiary, neutral, complimentary, contrasting, warm, cold, etc)
· What are the lines? (Fuzzy, furry, sharp, straight, curving, zigzag, long, short, diagonal, intersecting, etc)
· Is the work balanced?
· Is it realistic or abstract?
· Is it fixed (static) or mobile (kinetic)?

There could be discussion about art appreciation: - 

· What do you like and dislike about it and why?
· How does it make you feel and why?
· Does it put across a message?  (Personal, political, environmental)
· What is that message?
· How effective was it at getting the message across?
· Which is your favourite sculpture and why?
· Which is your least favourite sculpture and why?
